The presentation focused on the Cirencester Pantry, a project established in 2022, aimed at abolishing 
food waste and supporting the local community. The initiative operates under a membership model and is 
run by the Park Community Group, with support from Cotswold District Council and Cirencester Round 
Table.  The pantry runs a weekly larder at Watermoor Church Hall.  Members pay a monthly fee of £14.00 
and in return, they can take home approximately £20.00 worth of groceries each week. To operate the 
pantry they require fifteen people, and each member is required to volunteer their time on a rota basis to 
help. The pantry sources food from FareShare, which collects surplus items from major UK food retailers, 
including Waitrose, Tesco, M&S, ASDA, Lidl, Sainsbury’s, Morrisons and Pets at Home and Cirencester 
Pantry pays FareShare £271 per month for them to deliver up to 160kg of surplus food.  All items are of 
good quality and within their expiry dates. The Cirencester Pantry is a valuable initiative that not only 
addresses food waste but also supports the community by offering affordable food to those in need.  
Cirencester Pantry also has a good relationship with Roots and Seeds in Cirencester, who have provided 
them with three allotment beds to use, which allows them to grow their vegetables.

09/24 To discuss Tetbury Area Youth and Community Trust (TAYCT) request to increase TTC 
funding to support current youth services and holiday provision: 
TAYCT provided 2025-2028 SLA Proposal to Tetbury Town Council.  
 
TAYCT are looking at increasing funding from TTC to continue delivering their youth sessions of two per 
week during school term time. The increase in funding is due to the number of young people attending.  
2021-22 there were 25 young people engaged each week and this has increased in 2024-25 to 100. 
 
Due to the increase in funding for the two weekly youth club sessions, TAYCT have reduced their 
contribution request from TTC to the youth holiday activities. In total TAYCT are looking at annual 
contribution up until March 2028 of £32,100.

Following the updated SLA from TAYCT, Committee to look at increasing the Current Youth Services to 
£29,600 2025-26 to continue the two sessions per week and reducing the holiday provision to £2,500.
